17,700-square-foot facility includes an eight-lane, 25-yard short 
course competition pool; expansive glass with Eastern exposure; 
accessible bleacher seating for 350 plus an observation deck, all with 
clear sight-lines; a statement-making wood deck roof; and expanded 
and renovated locker room facilities branded accordingly for STA and 
Vis. Through strong collaboration and careful project planning and 
management the project delivered on time and on budget.

One such project was 
the David E.G. and Patricia Miller Natatorium, a technology forward 
aquatic facility that supports the school’s nationally ranked swimming 
and diving programs, and programming for the local community. The 
18,000-square foot facility includes an eight-lane, 25-yard competition 
pool, 13-foot deep diving well and abundant spectator space; utilized 
advanced technology for more sustainable and cost-effective filtration, 
soft water landing system in the diving pool and Myrtha Pool technology 
to support longevity of the pool structure; and was built to LEED 
certification standards. It was completed on time and on budget, without 
loss of a single swim season for the team and without disruption to other 
student activities occurring in the adjacent Regent’s Center throughout 
construction.
